Ten Steps to Better Test-Taking

1. Get a good night’s sleep before taking a test.

3. Preview the test.

4. Do a second memory data dump.

5. Answer the easiest problems first.

6. Skip the difficult problems.

7. Review the skipped problems.

8. Guess at the remaining problems.

9. Review the test and check your answers.

10. Use all the allowed test time.
