Nomenclature rules

1. Find the longest continuous chain--this will give the base

    name of the molecule.

2.  Number the carbons on this longest chain.  Start numbering 

     from the end with a side chain nearest the end.

3.  Identify and number all the side chains (alkyl groups)

4.  Name the molecule, listing and numbering all the alkyl 

     groups in alphabetical order, using di tri and tetra for 

     multiples of the same alkyl group (such as trimethyl).
