With MathXL you had to complete all the questions first & submit and then find out which one’s you got right or wrong. It did not allow for you to make corrections to the wrong answers. You would have to retake the whole test on that chapter. 

ALEKS allows you to work on your weak areas of math, which had good & bad. 

5. Which do you prefer and why? 

· I would prefer to use ALEKS. 

· If I want to complete my lab fast then I would prefer MathXL, but if I want to really do parts at a time then I would prefer ALEKS.

7. What didn’t you like about ALEKS?
