	NORTH AMERICA:
Diverse, rich, urban, resources, dominant culture
	Mntns-old in east, new in west (subduction); rivers-navigation, irrigation, glaciations, mid-upper lat climates, Rockies, Mississippi, Colorado
	Coastal living-east, fully urbanized, no NRI, growth through immigration, ageing European/African/ Hispanic ancestry
	Northern European Colonization/immigration; English, Christianity; new immigration=changing culture
	Independence, manifest destiny, Spanish-American War, WW’s, Cold War, World Super power, Terrorism
	MDC!, tertiary dominant, good farming, abundant resources, slavery; high LE and social measures; large disparities;
