Tips for being successful in this Math class

1. Have a positive attitude.  
· You don’t have to LOVE math, you just have to DO math every day to pass this class.
2. Take notes in class.

· If you are having problems writing and listening, write every other problem down, and just LISTEN to the problems you are NOT writing down.  Find a math friend in class and maybe you can share notes.

3. Ask questions in class.   (this will SLOW me down!)

4. Sit in the FRONT of the class.
5. Do your homework as soon as possible after each lecture.

· In lecture, the math techniques that you take notes on, are held in SHORT TERM memory.

· To get the concepts in LONG TERM memory (which you need to do good on the exams/quizzes) you need to do HOMEWORK.

6. Attempt every homework problem that I assign.
· Check all odd answers with the back of the book.
· Redo any problems that you didn’t get right
· Get help from your teacher/tutor/fellow math student on those problems you don’t understand.
· If you can do all but the last few… YOU’RE DOING GREAT!

7. Try a little Mental Math outside of class.  
· Think about and visualize the math topics you covered in lecture while waiting in traffic.  
· Tape formulas or definitions you need to memorize on your mirror at home so that you can look at them while you brush your teeth.

8. Shop for a teacher that teaches the way YOU learn.
